
 

ELECTION DAY IN NY STATE 

TRANSPORTATION TIPS 

 

� According to New York State Election Law, suitable polling locations 
should be accessible by public transportation. 
 

� Many taxi companies offer discounted or free transportation on Election 
Day. Inquire with your local taxi company in advance of Election Day to 
see if this is an offered service. 
 

� Some medical transportation services for individuals with disabilities, like 
Medicab or Medical Motor, extend their services on Election Day by 
offering transportation to the polls. Inquire in advance with your local 
medical transportation company to see if your community offers this 
service. 
 

� Carpool Vote is a service that matches available drivers with individuals 
who need a ride to their polling location on Election Day. Visit 
http://carpoolvote.com/ to schedule a ride. For help using Carpool 
Vote, call or SMS: 540-656-9388. 

 

� When possible, try to arrange a ride with a family member or friend well 
in advance of Election Day.
